This template serves as a tool for writing a framework project to a dissertation topic. The template is set to Word 2010, but it is also compatible with other Word versions, as well as with OpenOffice or LibreOffice. It is pre-formatted so you can type text directly into individual chapters. The work is not limited by the number of pages, but it is recommended to elaborate approximately 10-20 page document. The framework project must be submitted together with other required documents to the Department of Science at the Faculty of Psychology. 
We do not have a fixed structure for the framework project, but you can use the following structure: introduction, methods, expected results, and references. 
The Introduction contains a general introduction with specification of research problem. The applicant should give a brief overview of the literature, theoretical, empirical and methodological bases of research, overview of knowledge in Slovakia and/or abroad. At the end of the chapter, the author defines the aim of the dissertation and, at the same time, give pre-liminary formulation of research questions and hypotheses.

The Methods may contain several pieces of information, such as:
· Population and sample / research sample with demographic description of participants, criteria for inclusion in research (age, education, etc.), or criteria for exclusion from research.
· Expected selection procedure.
· Planned and anticipated materials and apparatus. If the apparatus is new, it is appropriate to include it in the Annex.
· Ethical aspects of research and permits.
· The research plan - quantitative / qualitative research, whether the plan is correlated, comparative, experimental or quasi-experimental in quantitative research, whether the plan is grounded theory, narrative, ethnographic in qualitative research.

In this chapter, the applicant is supposed to present the expected results from different points of view. The applicant should also evaluate the benefits of her/his future work for science, research, or social practice; and assume possible limits and problems in the realization of research.
